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The history of a church is not simply found in dates and pastors, but
is the lived experience of the faith in the hearts and lives of the
parishioners. Sacred Heart Church has had a long history of instilling
faith in all who gathered within its walls. Sacred Heart Church not
only witnessed profound
the every day work of drawing closer to Christ and the growth in
faith of a people called in love by God. Within its walls, many people
were first welcomed into the life of faith through the life giving
waters of Baptism. They were nurtured in the Word of God and
strengthened by the Eucharist to live out their baptismal call to
holiness. The outpouring of the Holy Spirit was imparted in the
Sacrament of Confirmation. Filled with love, many pledged their life
long love in Matrimony. Many said good bye to their family and
friends with the comfort of
care those that we loved. It would be impossible to recount all the
times that Sacred Heart Church enrich e d
strengthened people in faith. As we hold these memories dear; we
remember our history, we celebrate our faith, and we believe in the
abiding presence of God.

The site of Sacred Heart Church has had a long religious history. The
Amesbury Society of Friends (Quakers) occupied a meeting house on
this site from 1806 until their move to their present meeting house on
Greenleaf Street in 1850. The land and the meeting house were
purchased by the Free Will Baptist Church. They remained on the
site until 1903. On June 18, 1903 Sacred Heart Church took
possession of the property for $6,500.00. Fr. Jean Baptiste

Rectory, until he purchased the house next to the church as a rectory.
This Church remained in use until the building of the present church
in 1928. It was moved to the rear of the property and used for many
years as a CYO hall.
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In 1928, Fr. Joseph Cote began construction of the present church. It
was dedicated on Christmas Eve at the Midnight Mass. The
construction of the church was considered his greatest achievement.
Fr. Henri Filion arrived in 1931 and began to install the stained glass
windows. Fr. Joseph Richard became the Administrator in 1947. He
began a renovation and repair of the interior of the church. Within a
year the beautification project was completed. In 1948, Rev. Charles
B. Moisan was assigned as pastor. For twenty years he led the parish,
carrying out the reforms of Vatican Il and repairing and updating the
parish property. Many were touched by his spirit of prayer and
kindness. Fr. Noel J. Girard replaced Msgr. Moisan in 1968. He
improved the lighting of the church building. In 1985, Fr. Paul
Berube, planned and implemented the redesign and remodeling of the
interior of the church. The new statues of the Holy Family and St.
Anne were placed in the alcoves. A Reconciliation Room and
Vesting Room were created. A new lighting system was installed to
focus better lighting during the celebration of the Liturgy. Fr. John
Kiley and Fr. George Moran were appointed as a Team Ministry in
1987. They focused their energies on greater collaboration between
the parishes. They also focused on encouraging the spiritual life of
the parishioners. In 1995, the Team Ministry consisting of Fr.
Thomas J. Buckley and Fr. Robert E. Casey were assigned to both
parishes. Through their efforts and support, the parishioners
envisioned a better way to provide for the Catholic Church in
Amesbury. After much prayer and deliberation, the parishioners

created to serve the needs of the Catholic Community of Amesbury.

The new parish continued to grow in unity and in the proclamation of
Godods | ove IlaR0ao, Fp Jolen $WeGerdl@aman replaced
Fr. Casey. In 2007, Fr. Marc Bishop returned from military service in
Irag and joined Fr.
